Year of St Joseph 
 
St Joseph is mentioned in the Gospels of Matthew, Chapters 1 & 2, and Luke Chapters 2 &3. 
 
Each contains a genealogy of Jesus showing ancestry from King David, but through different 
sons; Matthew follows the major royal line from Solomon, while Luke traces another line 
back to Nathan, another son of David and Bathsheba. Consequently, all the names between 
David and Joseph are different. 
 
Matthew gives the account of the Nativity, the appearance of the angel and the flight into 
Egypt. 
 
He is also mentioned by name in John 6 41-42. 
 
The last time Joseph appears in person in any Gospel book is in the story of the Passover visit 
to the Temple in Jerusalem when Jesus is 12 years old, found only in Luke. No mention is 
made of him thereafter. The story emphasizes Jesus' awareness of his coming mission: here 
Jesus speaks to his parents (both of them) of "my father," meaning God, but they fail to 
understand (Luke 2:41–51).
